Bodies, Relations, Spatiality – small group discussion guide
Thursday 4th September

These will be based around the 4 readings circulated in advance of the workshop to engage with the theme ‘bodies, relations and spatiality’. These papers have been suggested to encourage thought and debate rather than to
showcase particular theoretical/empirical/representation approaches. Personal research and thoughts should come into these discussions as well but we wanted to sustain a wider academic debate which might influence our work without necessary starting from this. The papers are still quite theoretical and in various ways recognise the ‘body’ as a slippery and elusive concept in social research which may or may not be human. The papers all have some graspable empirical material or are written in accessible ways so don’t let any of the theoretical language put you off if it is new to you.

· Research addressing these themes must (or fails to) engage with power systems that it must understand and critique if it is to have value for social sciences and humanities.
